The river bed was piled using 900mm CFA 
and a 12m reinforced concrete extension 
was then constructed to provide four traffic 
lanes, two cycle ways and footways.

The bridge was then clad using decorative 
granite to mirror the existing masonry bridge 
section. An extensive garden area was also 
formed beside the bridge using a mix of 
steel railings to match those on the bridge, 
granite walls and copings along with other 
hard and soft landscaping.
